RESTRICTIONS OVER SEGMENTS OF THE PROJECT IN WHICH NO WORK

IS ANTICIPATED WITHIN A REASONABLE TIME FRAME, AS DETERMINED
BY THE ENGINEER, SHALL NOT BE PERMITTED. THE LEVEL OF UTILIZATION
OF MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC DEVICES SHALL BE COMMENSURATE
WITH THE WORK IN PROGRESS.

2. BEFORE THE WORK BEGINS, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT TO

THE ENGINEER THE NAME(S) OF A PERSON OR PERSONS WHO CAN BE
CONTACTED TWENTY-FOUR (24) HOURS PER DAY BY THE OHIO
DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AND ALL INTERESTED POLICE
AGENCIES. THIS PERSON OR PERSONS SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR
PLACING OR REPLACING NECESSARY TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE OHIO MANUAL OF UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL
DEVICES.

3. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL INFORM THE CITY, ODOT DISTRICT 10,
AND COUNTY, TWENTY-ONE (21) DAYS PRIOR TO THE BEGINNING
OF WORK.

4. ONLY DURING OFF-PEAK HOURS (IE ANY PERIOD OTHER THAN

6-8 AM AND 3-6 PM) SHALL THE CONTRACTOR INSTALL AND SUBSEQUENTLY

RESET ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL NECESSARY FOR THE WORK ZONE FOR EACH
CONSTRUCTION PHASE.

5. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL FURNISH, ERECT, MAINTAIN AND SUB-
SEQUENTLY REMOVE ALL FLAGS, BARRICADES, SIGNS, SIGN SUPPORTS,

PHASE 7:

FULL CLOSURE OF EAST CANAL STREET FROM A POINT IN THE INTER-
SECTION OF 3RD STREET TO A POINT IN THE INTERSECTION OF BURR
OAK BOULEVARD. BOTH INTERSECTIONS SHALL REMAIN OPEN TO
TRAFFIC. CONTRACTOR TO MAINTAIN ACCESS TO TWO (2) BUSINESSES.

PHASE 8A:

CLOSURE OF THE NORTH LANE OF EAST CANAL STREET FROM A POINT
IN THE INTERSECTION OF BURR OAK BOULEVARD TO A POINT NEAR THE
INTERSECTION OF EAST GREEN DRIVE. BOTH INTERSECTIONS AND THE
SOUTH LANE OF CANAL STREET SHALL REMAIN OPEN TO TRAFFIC.

PHASE 8B:
