MILLED AREAS TO BOTH EASTBOUND APPROACHES. ASPHALT PATCHES,
SHALLOW SPALLS AND BROKEN UP AREAS AT FORWARD-LEFT.

c2. Approach Slabs

PAVED OVER.  ASPHALT PATCHES, SHALLOW SPALLS AND CRACKS ALONG
FORWARD-LEFT EXPANSION JOINT.

c4. Embankment

PILES OF CONCRETE DEBRIS

c5. Guardrail

COLLISION DAMAGE TO FORWARD-RIGHT, FWD LEFT, AND REAR LEFT
