Bearings are based on the Ohio State Plane Coordinate System, South Zone, NAD 83 (2011), and are based on the bearing of North 84 deg. 06 min. 06 sec. East for the Centerline of Right-of-Way of Northwest Parkway, as measured in 2017 using GPS methods utilizing the Ohio Department of Transportation’s VRS network.
All iron pins set are 3/4 inches in diameter rebar by 30 inches long with an aluminum cap stamped ODOT R/W and STANTEC.

Bearings are based on the Ohio State Plane Coordinate System, South Zone, NAD 83 (NSRS 2007), as established from a GPS survey in 2009, and are based on the bearing of North 03 deg. 07 min. 54 sec. West for the centerline of Hamilton Road, as determined by occupying Franklin County Geodetic Control Monuments “FCGS 8813” and “FCGS 8814”.

Bearings are based on the Ohio State Plane Coordinate System, South Zone, NAD 83 (2011), and were established by using the State Plane Grid bearing of South 69 deg. 57 min. 44 sec. West, as determined from a GPS survey in 2017 between Franklin County Geodetic Control monuments “Sampson” and “SampsonAzimuth”;
All iron pins set are 5/8 inches in diameter rebar by 30 inches long with a yellow plastic cap stamped “Franklin County Engineer”.  Iron pins will be set by the Franklin County Engineer’s Survey Department upon completion of the roadway improvement.
