The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) is pleased to inform you that the Village Active Transportation Study Project has been selected for funding in the Transportation Alternatives Special Solicitation.  

In the past, ODOT has provided 80% of the eligible costs in Federal funds through the Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP). The Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act allow TAP projects to be funded using 80% Federal TAP funding matched with 20% Federal Safety funding. Your project has been Awarded a total of $95,800 in Federal funding. This project is eligible to use 20% Safety Funding as the local match. These funds will be available in State Fiscal Year 2026.
