FOR LANE CLOSURES: DURING INITIAL SET-UP PERIODS,
TEAR DOWN PERIODS, SUBSTANTIAL SHIFTS OF A CLOSURE
POINT OR WHEN NEW LANE CLOSURE ARRANGEMENTS ARE
INITIATED FOR LONG-TERM LANE CLOSURES/SHIFTS (FOR
THE FIRST AND LAST DAY OF MAJOR CHANGES IN TRAFFIC
CONTROL SETUFR). IN GENERAL, LEOS SHOULD BE POSITION-
ED AT THE POINT OF LANE RESTRICTION OR ROAD CLOSURE
AND TO MANUALLY CONTROL TRAFFIC MOVEMENTS THRQUGH
INTERSECTIONS IN WORK ZONES.

WHEN CONSTRUCTION VEHICLES ARE ENTERING/EXITING THE

ZONE DIRECTLY FROM/INTO AN OPEN LANE OF TRAFFIC. IF
A LANE HAS BEEN CLOSED TO PROVIDE AN ACCELERATION/

DECELERATION LANE FOR THE VEHICLE, THE LEO WILL NOT

BE REQUIRED.

LEOS SHOULD NOT FORGO THEIR TRAFFIC CONTROL RESPONSI-
BILITIES TO APPREHEND MOTORISTS FOR ROUTINE TRAFFIC
VIOLATIONS. HOWEVER, IF A MOTORIST'S ACTIONS ARE CON-
SIDERED TO BE RECKLESS, THEN FPURSUIT OF THE MOTORIST
1S APPROPRIATE.

THE LEQOS WORK AT THE DIRECTION OF THE ENGINEER. THE
CONTRACTOR [S RESPONSIBLE FOR SECURING THE SERVICES
OF THE LEOS WITH THE APPROPRIATE AGENCIES AND COM-
MUNICATING THE INTENTIONS OF THE PLANS WITH RESPECT
TO DUTIES OF THE LEOS. THE ENGINEER SHALL HAVE FINAL
CONTROL OVER THE LEOS” DUTIES AND PLACEMENT, AND WILL
RESOLVE ANY [SSUES THAT MAY ARISE BETWEEN THE TWO
PARTIES.

THE LEO SHALL REFPORT IN TO THE CONIRACTOR PRIOR TO
THE START OF THE SHIFT, IN ORDER TO RECEIVE INSTRUCTIONS
REGARDING SPECIFIC WORK ASSIGNMENTS DURING HIS/HER
SHIFT. THE LEQO IS EXPECTED TO STAY AT THE PROJECT SITE
FOR THE ENTIRE DURATION OF HIS/HER SHIFT. THE LEO SHALL
REPORT TO THE CONTRACTOR AT THE END OF HIS/HER SHIFT.
ONCE THE LEO HAS COMPLETED THE DUTIES DESCRIBED ABOVE
AND STILL HAS TIME REMAINING ON HIS/HER SHIFT, THE LEO
MAY BE ASKED TO PATROL THROUGH THE WORK ZONE (WITH
FLASHING LIGHTS OFF) OR BE PLACED AT A LOCATION T0O
DETER MOTORISTS FROM SPEEDING. SHOULD 11T BE NECESSARY
TO LEAVE THE PROJECT SITE, THE LEO SHALL NOTIFY THE
ENGINEER. THE CONIRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE THE LEO WITH

A TWO-WAY COMMUNICATION DEVICE WHICH SHALL BE RE-
TURNED TO THE CONTRACTOR AT THE END OF HIS/HER SHIFT.

LEQS (WITH PATROL CAR) REQUIRED BY THE TRAFFIC MAINT-
ENANCE TASKS ABOVE SHALL BE PAID FOR ON A UNIT PRICE
(HOURLY) BASIS UNDER [TEM 614, LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER
(WITH PATROL CAR) FOR ASSISTANCE. THE FOLLOWING
ESTIMATED QUANTITIES HAVE BEEN CARRIED TO THE GENERAL
SUMMARY .

SHALL BE ABANDONED IN PLACE. THE LOOFP DETECTOR WIRE WILL BE

CUT INTO THE PAVEMENT AFTER THE PROPOSED SURFACE COURSE HAS

BEEN PLACED. ALL STOP LINE INDUCTANCE DETECTOR LOOPS SHALL

BE THE POWERHEAD CONFIGURATION SHOWN ON T1C-82.10. THE WIDIH
