Innovative Contracting Report

Prepared by: Palmer Engineering, August 2007

This report was completed as requested by District 6 to determine if this project could
benefit from the application of innovative contracting methods.

The project involves the rehabilitation of two bridges MAR-4D-0.7 and MAR-95-14.36,
both bridges are located within the city limits of Marion, Ohio. The project cost is
estimated at $950,000. Traffic is to be detoured during construction, however the bridge
closures will not be concurrent.

Based on the Innovative Contracting Matrix (see attached table), the acceptable
alternative methods of contracting are: A+B, Incentive/Disincentive, and Window.

The A+B and Incentive/Disincentive methods of innovative contracting allow for
incentive/disincentive payments as a way of influencing the contractor’s performance.
They are generally used on high profile and complex projects to keep traffic
inconvenience and delays to a mimmum.

The bridges will be closed to allow the contractor to work in an efficient manor during
construction. The maintenance of traffic plans have been detailed and include TEM note
642-4. This note puts a time limitation on the closure of the bridge. All the critical
components of the construction will be completed during the closure. The closure
duration has been set at 10 calendar days per bridge. Since this is already a compressed
duration closure, it is not anticipated that the contractor would be likely to reduce the
duration. Therefore, A+B and Incentive/Disincentive would not be suitable for this
contract.

The window method of innovative contracting would be best suited for this project. This
method would restrict the contractor to a set number of calendar days. The window
contract table would be as follows:

1) I agree with the designer’s proposal for cleaning/sealing the underside of the spalled box beam
given pedestrian concerns and the difficulty with other methods of repair.

No action necessary.

2) Also agree with methodology and pay item for scupper cleaning.
The scope of bridge drainage repairs was changed in an on-site meeting with QDOT
Project Manager Tom Makris. The joints between sections of downspout conduit
should be sealed to prevent leakage.

3) Will areas under the structure require closure during repairs? This should evaluated and
address with stage 3 submittal.

1403.7.3 #15 — Conceptual Maintenance of Traffic

The maintenance of traffic scheme proposed in the PE Study is part-width
using barrels. This scheme will not require the use of temporary signals. This
plan submission includes phase sketches detailing this scheme. It should be
noted that the City of Marion indicated that short-term closures of these
bridges would be acceptable. As per our discussions with the City, these
closures would be limited to less than one month’s duration maximum. It
would be our preference, both to ease construction and improve the quality of
the final product, to perform the overlay work under a road closure. However,
the time frame limit is of some concern. While deck overlays have been
completed within similar time frames on other projects, the subject bridges
here are relatively long, have existing overlays which will need to be
removed, and will require partial and full-depth repairs.

We request the District, as part of the Stage 1 plan review, to consider the
possibility of road closures to perform the scoped work.

1403.7.3 #21 — Design Exception

A design exception request has been prepared for Stopping Sight Distance on
one approach to the Prospect Street Bridge near the signal at Center Street.
Accident data is not yet available to complete the design exception, so this
submission should be considered a draft copy. Please review the design
exception and comment accordingly. Also, please provide accident data to us
for completion of the exception.

We have discussed these potential conflicts with the
appropriate utility.

There are primary power lines in alley right of way owned by Ohio Edison
crossing above the Prospect Street bridge. We have shown these lines in the
plans and will be including a vertical clearance measurement once it becomes
available. It will not be necessary to move these lines but it will likely be
necessary for the contract to put safety protections in place. Further
clarification of our involvement with this utility line will be done as part of the
Stage 1 plan review.

Comments from the PE Study requested an investigation into bridge deck drainage and
verification of the need for scuppers on the bridge decks. We have performed these
calculations (attached) and revised the deck drainage scheme accordingly. Our findings
and proposals for each bridge are described further below.

BRIDGE NO MAR-4D-0070

Drainage calculations show that the scuppers can be removed from the bridge. To do this
will require installation of catch basins at the ends of the approach slabs to intercept deck
drainage. Plans show installation of these catch basins and a 500" long 127 pipe that ties
the new catch basins to the existing basins/storm sewer system at the north and south
ends of the structure. Installation of the 127 pipe will require removal of concrete
pavement. This pipe is necessary due to the presence of the retaining walls along both
approaches.

Deck drainage that was originally outletting through the bridge scuppers will now be
directed to the storm sewer system at either end of the bridge. This will not result in an
increase in storm sewer flow since the scuppers were originally tied in to the storm sewer
system. Plugging of the scuppers should improve drainage conditions and extend the
service life of the deck and overlay. It will also preclude the need to periodically clean
the scuppers.

The existing scuppers on the deck will be plugged with concrete overlay material.

BRIDGE NO MAR-95-1436

Drainage calculations indicate that scuppers on one half of this bridge can be removed.
We have not revised the plans to include this change, but ask the District to review and
consider this approach. Eliminating half of the scuppers will reduce the amount of
cleaning necessary to allow the scuppers to function normally and improve the service
life of the deck and overlay.
