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DESCRIPTION

THIS WORK SHALL CONSIST OF CONTROLLING VEGETATIVE CROWTH WITHIN
THE RIGHT- OF-WAY BY MULTIFLE MOWINGCS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THESE
SPECIFICATIONS AT [ OCATIONS SHOWN ON THE PLANS. MINOR DEVIATIONS
FROM THE FLAN LINES AND QUANTITIES SHALL NOT EXCEED SZ AT THE
DIRECTION OF THE ENGINEER.

EQUIFMENT

CUTTING BLADES SHALL BE KEFT SHARP AT ALL TIMES AND EQUIPMENT
FPROFPERLY MAINTAINED TO FRODUCE CLEAN CUTS ON ALL VEGETATION. ALL
FQUIPMENT SHALL MEET THE AFPFROVAL OF THE ENGINEER PRIOR TO
STARTING WORK.

EQUIPMENT SHALL HAVE THE APPROFPRIATE SAFETY SHIELDS AND SKIRTS
IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE MANUFACTURER RECOMMENDATION AND INDUSTRY
STANDARDS .

GENERAL

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT A MOWING SCHEDULE IN ADVANCE 17O THE
PROJECT ENGINEER TCO ENSURE THE ABOVE REQUIREMENTS ARE MET. ANY
SCHEDULING PROBLEMS ARE TO BE RESOLVED BY THE PROJECT ENGINEER.

THE MOWING LIMITS WILL BE AS SHOWN ON THE PLAN. ANY OBJECT MOVABLE
BY HAND WHICH INTERFERES WITH THE MOWING OFERATION SHALL BE REMOVED
FROM THE MOWERS FPATH BY THE CONTRACTOR. THE WORK SHALL CONSIST
OF FOUR (4) MOWINGS WITH MOWBACKS ON THE 2% AND 4" CUTS IN RURAL
AREAS AND (5) FIVE MOWINGS WITH MOWBACKS ON ALL CUTS IN URBAN AREAS
AS SPECIFIED IN THE FLAN.

ALl WORK SHALL BF PERFORMED ONLY IN THE PERIOD FROM ONE HALF HOUR
FOLEOWING SUNRISE (OFFICIAL TIMED 1O ONE HALF HOUR BEFORE SUNSET
(OFFICIAL TIME).

NO WORK SHALL BE FPERFORMED ON SUNDAY OR LEGAL HOLIDAYS UNLESS
FRIOR WRITTEN APPROVAL [S OBTAINED FROM THE ENGINEER. NO WORK
SHALL BE PERFORMED WHEN RAIN, FOG OR OTHER WEATHER CONDITIONS
WOULL CREATE A SAFETY HAZARD.

AREAS TO BE MOWED SHALL EBE SUFFICIENTLY DRY AS NOT TO CAUSE RUTTING
OR OTHER DAMAGE.

ALL MOWING ALONG THE FPAVEMENT EDGE INCLUDING IN FRONT OF THE
GUARDRAIL SHALL BE PERFORMED WITH THE FQUIFPMENT MOVING IN THE
DIRECTION OF TRAFFIC FLOW.

THE HEIGHT OF VEGETATION SHALL BE & INCHES AFTER MOWING. ANY
TRIMMING WORK REQUIRING FPOWER OR HAND EQUIFMENT SHALL BE DONE
SIMULTANEOQUSLY WITH EACH MOWING AND SHALL NOT LAG BEHIND OR LEAD
THE TRACTOR MOWING BY MORE THAN (2] TWO WORKING DAYS.,

AREAS WITHIN THE DESCRIBED MOWING [IMITS WHERE A DESIRABLE NATURAL
GROWIH OR PLANTING EXISTS WILL BE IDENTIFIED BY THE ENGINEER, AND
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL MOW ONLY TO THE LINE OF SUCH GROWIH OR
PLANTING OR ARQUND SUCH PLANTING IN THE CASC OF A TREL, TAKING CARE
NOT TO DAMAGE THE TREE OR FLANTING.

IT SHOULD ALSO BE EMPHASIZED THAT DURING THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THIS
CONTRACT, A NUMBER OF CONTRACTORS AND/OR ODOT FORCES MAY BE
LANDSCAFING OF WORKING IN CONSTRUCTION ZONES AT VARIOUS LOCATIONS
AT THE SAME TIME MOWING OFERATIONS MAY BE OCCURRING. SFPECIFIC
ATTENTION IS DIRECTED TO C.M.S. 105,08, COOPERATION BETWEEN

CONTRACTORS. IF THE CONIRACTOR COMES UFON A WORK JONE THAT HAS
PERMANENT LANE CLOSURES AND LIMITED ACCESS TO THE AREAS NEEDED TO
BE MOWED, THE PROJECT ENGINEER SHALL BE NOTIFIED AND ARRANGEMENTS
SHALL BE MADE, [F POSSIBLE, TO ENTER THE ZONE TO PERFORM MOWING
OFERATIONS.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE FURNISHED IN WRITING, BY THE ENGINEER, A
LIST OF ANY DAMAGE RESUL TING FROM HIS OPERATION WHICH REQUIRES
REPAIR OR REPLACEMENT AT HIS EXPENSE.  THIS WORK SHALL BE DONE
WITHIN THE DATES SPECIFICD FOR MOWING OR AS DIRCCTED BY THE ENGINCER,

SHOULD TREES, SHRUBS, FLANTINGS, CATCH BASIN COVERS, DELINEATORS OR
ANY ROADSIDE INSTALLATIONS BECOME DAMAGED IN ANY WAY AS A RESULT OF
MOWING OFERATIONS, IT SHALL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR
1O REPLACE THE DAMAGED PLANTING/INSTALLATION AS DIRECTED BY THE
ENGINEER.

FREEWAY REFERENCE MARKERS HAVE BEEN ERECTED THROUGCHOUT THE STATE
ALONG THE INTERSTATES. IT SHALL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE
CONTRACTOR 10O REFLACE OR REFAIR ANY REFERENCE MARKER INSTALLATION
THAT IS DAMAGED AS DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER DUE TO MOWING
OFERATIONS.

GRASS AREAS WHERE GUARDRAIL IS IN CLOSE PROXIMITY TO THE FENCE LINE
OR NOISE WALLS, PARTICULARLY ALONG MARGINAL ROADS, MUST BE CUT.
ANY EXCEFTIONS ARE TO BE AFPPROVED BY THE ENGINEER.

THERE ARE VARIOUS NOISE BARRIER WALL INSTALLATIONS AT VARIOUS
LOCATIONS WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THIS CONTRACT. IN GENERAL, MOWING
LIMITS SHALL BE CONSISTENT WITH THAT DESCRIBED UNDER THE "SCOFPE OF
WORK” NOTES AND IN THE TYFPICAL SECTIONS DEFICTING NOISE BARRIER
WALLS REGARDLESS OF THEIR LOCATION. NOISE BARRIER WALL PLANS ARE
AVAILABLE AT THE OHIO DEFPARTMENT OF TRANSFORTATION DISTRICT
OFFICES.

TRIMMED AREAS SHALL INCLUDE BUT NOT BE LIMITED TO GUARDRAIL,
DELINEATOR POSTS, NOISE WALLS, TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES, AND
CONSTRUCTION DEVICES.

IF THE MOWING OFERATIONS ENTER AN AREA WHERE THERE ARE ANY TYFE OF
CONSTRUCTION OF SURVEY STAKES IN FLACE THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TRIM
AROUND EACH ONE AND TAKE CARE AS TO NOT DAMAGE OR MOW OVER THEM.
IF THIS OCCURS, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOTIFY THE PROJECT ENGINEER
AND TAKE IMMEDIATE ACTION TO RE-ESTABLISH THE DAMAGED STAKES
LOCATION.

IN ADDITION TO TYPICAL MOWING OFPERATIONS, THE FOURTH (47 CUT OF
RURAL AREAS AND THE FIFTH (57) CUT IN URBAN AREAS SHALL ALSO INCLUDE
THE CUTTING OF CATTAILS AND WILD FLOWER FLOTS IN ALL ACCESSIBLE
AREAS. THIS OFERATION SHALL BE CONSIDERED AS INCIDENTAL 7O TYPICAL
MOWING OPERATIONS. UTILIZATION OF BOOM MOWERS IS SUGGESTED BUT
NOT REQUIRED.

MOWING SHALL BE AS FOLLOWS:

I, MOWING OFERATIONS SHALL BEGIN AT THE EDGE OF GROWTH NEAREST TO

SECTIONS AND CUT OR FILL SECTIONS WITH SLOPES OF 3 7O T OF LESS.
MOWING SHALL EXTEND A MINIMUM OF 20" FROM THE FPAVED SHOULDER EDGE
UNLESS OTHERWISE RESTRICTED BY THE RIGHT-OF -WAY LIMITS OR THE DITCH
BACK SLOPE LIMITS (SEE TYPICALS 1 AND 2). MOWERS SHALL STRADDLE DITCHES
AND SWALES. WHEELS OF TRACTORS SHALL NOT BE OFPERATED IN DITCH OR
SWALE BOTTOMS.

2. MOWBACK OFERATIONS SHALL BEGIN AT THE EDGE OF GROWTH NEAREST

TO THE FAVED SHOULDER EDGE AND CONTINUE TO A MAXIMUM OF THE R/W LINE,
THROUGH THE DITCHES IN FLAT SECTIONS AND CUT OR FILL SECTIONS WITH
SLOPES OF 3:1 OR LESS. MOWING SHALL EXTEND TO THE R/AW LINE FROM THE
FAVED SHOULDER EDGE UNLESS OTHERWISE RESTRICTED DY THE DITCH GACK
SLOPE LIMITS (SEE TYPICAL T ). MOWER SHALL STRADDLE DITCHES. WHEELS
OF TRACTOR SHALL NOT BE OFPERATED IN DITCH BOTTOMS.

I, MOWING SHALL EXTEND A MINIMUM OF 3 FEET BEYOND THE BREAK OF THE
SLOPE OF THE SHOULDER OR FILL SECTIONS (WITH OR WITHOUT GUARDRAIL)
HAVING SLOFPLS STELPER THAN 3:.

4. NO MOWING [5 REQUIRED ON SLOFPES STEEFER THAN 3:1, EXCEFT AS NOTED
IN TTEMS T & 7.

5. VEGETATION SHALL BE CUT IN FRONT OF, UNDER, AND BERIND THE GUARD-
RAIL AND CABLE RAIL TO THE LIMITS SPECIFIED IN ITEMS [-3. TRIMMING BY
MACHINE OR HAND METHOUDS SHALL BE PERFORMED AS NECESSARY AROUND ALL
SIGN POSTS, GUARDRAIL POSTS, CAGLE RAIL POSTS, DELINEATOR FOSTS, LIGHT
FOLE/SIGN SUPFPORT FOUNDATIONS, TELEFPHONE FOLES, TREES IN LANDSCAFED
AREAS AND OTHER OBSTRUCTIONS WITHIN THE MOWING LIMITS SO AS TO
FRODUCE A UNIFORM CUT OF VEGETATION. NO HERBICIDAL SPRAYING SHALL BE
PERMITTED TO ACCOMPLISH THIS WORK.

6. ALL INTERCHANGE RAMP SHOULDERS SHALL BE MOWED TO THE
INTERSECTING ROUTE . WHEN AT-GRADE INTERSECTIONS ARE ENCOUNTERED
MOWING SHALL CONTINUE AT A MINIMUM WIDTH OF 15 FEET OR AS DIRECTED
BY THE ENGINEER ALONG FACH SIDE OF THE INTERSECTING ROUTE TO THE
RN LIMITS OF THE ROUTE BEING MOWED.

7. IF THE FOLLOWING AREAS OUCUR WITHIN THE PROJECT:
Ao TRUCK WEIGH STATIONS .. .SHALL BE MOWELD IN THEIR ENTIRETY.
B. ROAD SIDE REST ARFAS.. MOW 207 FROM THE FAVED SHOULDER
EOGE THROUGH THE SECTION OF REST AREA OFF MAINLINE. NO
MOWING WILL BE REQUIRED WITHIN THE REST AREA BEYOND THE
RAMP GORES.

8. MEDIAN MOWING: MEDIANS SHALL BE MOWED THEIR FULL WIDTH EXCEFT
THOSE NOTED ON DATA SHEETS WITH "BARRIER”. MEDIAN WIDTHS AS NOTED
ON ANY DATA SHEETS MAY VARY SLIGHTLY DUE TO THE CHANGING GEOMETRIC
CHARACTERISTICS OF THE HIGHWAY .

S. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT MOW AREAS CONTAINING PLANTINGS OF
CROWN VETCH, HAIRY VETCH, OR WILDFLOWERS UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED.,

10, UNLESS LOCATED IN LIMITS SPECIFIED IN TTEMS T AND 7, CATTAILS,
WEEDS, GRASS OR VEGETATIVE GROWTH OF ANY KIND IN ACCESSIBLE DRAINAGE
DITCHES WITHIN THE FROJECT LIMITS SHALL BE CUT AS PART OF THE REGULAR
MOWING OPERATIONS ONLY ON THE SECOND (ZNDF AND FOURTH (47 CUT IN
RURAL AREAS AND THE SECOND (ZND) AND FIFTH (57) CUT IN URBAN AREAS.

CROWTH SHALL BE SIX (6) INCHES AFTER MOWING. MOWING SHALL EXTEND A
MINIMUM OF THREE (3} FEET ON THE UFPSLOPE OF DRAINAGE DITCHES.TRACTOR
WHEELS SHALL NOT BE OFERATED IN DITCH BOTTOMS. TO AVOID DAMAGE TO
DRAINAGE DITCHES, IT 15 RECOMMENDELD THAT THE CONTRACTOR USE A BOOM
TYPE MOWER TO PERFORM THIS TYPE OF WORK TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE
ENGINEER., ALTHOUGH IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR TO

REFPAIR WORK FOR DAMAGE RESULTING FROM THE CONTRACTOR'S OFPERATION
SHALL BE DONE PRIOR TO THE BEGINNING OF THE SUBSEQUENT CUT UNLESS
THE CONTRACTOR HAS WRITTEN PERMISSION FROM THE ENGINEER 7O FERFORM
ITAT A LATER DATE.

NO PARTIAL FPAYMENT WILL BE MADE FOR AREAS WHICH HAVE BEEN MOWED
BUT NOT TRIMMED TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE ENGINFER. FPAYMENT WILL
BE MADE FOR ACCEFTED ACRES OF MOWING BASELD ON FLAN ACRES AT THE

THIS PROJECT WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED COMPLETE AND rFINAL PAYMENT WILL
NOT OCCUR UNTIL ANY AND ALL DAMAGED TREES, SHRUBS, PLANTINGS,
DELINEATORS, ETC.

THE DEPARTMENT WILL NOT BE RESFONSIBLE FOR ANY DAMAGE TO THE
CONTRACTORS EQUIPMENT OR TRAVELLING PUBLIC DUE 1O OBSTACLES,
STONES, SAND, BOTTLES, OR OTHER DEBRIS THAT MAY BE ENCOUNTERED
WHILE DOING THE WORK AND NO ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION WiLl BE MADE.
ANY COSTS RESULTING SHALL BE CONSIDERED INCIDENTAL TCO THIS ITEM OF
