OR ONE HALF-HOUR BEFORE SUNRISE. ALL NIGHTTIME

VATION [S MADE. [F THE CONTRACTOR CANNOT COMPLETE
THE WORK, THE EXCAVATION SHALL BE BACKFILLED.

. TRUCK MOUNTED ATTENUATORS [TMA'ST] SHALL BE USED
AS SHOWN IN THE STANDARD CONSTRUCTION DRAWINGS.

8. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONIRACTOR BE
PERMITTED TO HAVE SUCCESSIVE WORK ZONES UNLESS THE
DISTANCE BETWEEN THE DRUMS, BARRICADES OR CONES
EXCEEDS ONE [1] MILE.

9. ONLY DURING OFF-PEAK PERIODS (ie ANY PERIOD OTHER
THAN 6-8AM AND 3-6FPM) SHALL THE CONTRACTOR INSTALL
AND SUBSEQUENTLY RESET ALL TRAFFIUC CONTROL NECESSARY
