Dear Eichhorn Limited Partnership,
As the result of the Agency’s offer to purchase all, or part of the property that you presently occupy, you are eligible for certain benefits provided under the Relocation Assistance Program. 
You will be reimbursed for all actual, reasonable and necessary costs incurred in moving your personal property.   

In all moves there are certain actions that must occur in order to protect your eligibility for payment.  They are:


1.
An inventory of your personal property to be moved must be mutually agreed upon prior to your move:


2.
A total cost figure for the move and written move authorization must be issued by our office before you begin your move.

Should you start your move before these actions have occurred, you may jeopardize your payment eligibility.
By law, we must provide you with at least 90 days written notice before requiring you to move.  Therefore, the earliest date that you may be required to move is August 24, 2021.  You may move at any time after receiving our written Move Authorization Letter.  Should it become necessary, you will be given a Notice to Vacate when the Agency has acquired the property you occupy and you are required to move by a specific date.

If you are an “alien,” not lawfully present in the United States, you are not eligible to receive relocation advisory services or relocation payments, unless such ineligibility would result in exceptional and extremely unusual hardship to a qualifying spouse, parent, or child. 

I will exert my best effort to assist you during this process.  I have provided you with a Non-Residential Relocation brochure and explained to you the specific parts that apply to your situation.  I will be available at any reasonable time to answer any questions you have regarding your relocation.  I may be contacted at the addresses and telephone number listed below.
